& 28).  We have restructured our points system for the End of Year Awards to 
accommodate this change for this year.

We are still waiting to hear from Excel regarding Colorful Colo-
rado in June and we are still planning to have a show down in Pueblo at State 
Fair in August! 

 

 Our fees have remained reasonable. For Buckskin members it is $7.50 per 
class/judge, $6.50 for youth with a $12.00/horse office fee and the traditional 
$10.00 computer fee that can be waived IF you pre-enter 10 days prior to each 
show!  Max out fees are only $85 Amateur & Open, $65 for youth.  You could
