833-2115 or e-mail at stadler57@cs.com or fill out the Number registration form below.  Remember that you need a differ-
ent number for every horse you show.  Checks should be made payable to MHBHA and if you have called or emailed Shan-
non and haven't used a number registration form, please clearly indicate on your check what numbers you are paying for. 
Once numbers are paid for, they will be made available at the next show, in the show office. Register your numbers early, 
and they will be ready at the Hairy Horse show! �
