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Bill Maddox was an amazing horseman, friend, husband and father.  He 
taught me so much about life in ways that I never knew possible.  I re-
member my first horse show when I was 11 years old.  I won fourth 
place and, while I was very pleased with that, I still wasn't sure this is 
how I wanted to spend my summers.  My dad bribed me.  "I will take you 
to Elitches every weekend if you will just try one season of showing!"  
Little did I know, he saw what I would later become.  He gave me this 
gelding, which had been a stallion until he was nine, and said "He won't 
ever be the greatest, but he will teach you a thing or two!"  Doak's 
Knobby Buck was the greatest.  We won so many titles together.  Be-
fore I came along, he was an IBHA 3 year-old Champion Stallion.  To-
gether, we became the MHBHA Youth Champions in 1986, along with 
several other great awards.  My dad knew.  And we never did go to 
Elitches together.   My family lost this great man on April 15, 2008 to 
pneumonia in Las Vegas, Nevada.  Many of you probably remember 
him from many years past.  To me, it seems like not that long ago that he was announcing all of the 
MHBHA shows and cheering me on.  I remember him team roping with Rick Foster in Colorado Springs 
and thinking what a pair they made!  Mostly, I remember him being ring side at every show for 11 years.   
Beyond showing horses, my dad taught me much more.  He taught me patience, love and that I can create 
my own destiny with a little hard work.  I will miss the twinkle in his eyes, the mischief is his smile and the 
pride in his voice.   Bill was born in 1936 in Sherman, Texas.  He married Marilyn Maddox on April 16, 
1983 in Franktown, Colorado. 

Bill was in the USAF for 12 years in the ‘50s & 60’s.  In the 1980’s he ran the Doak Ranch in Parker, Colo-
rado caring for up to 164 head of horses at a time.  The Colorado Horse Park now is located on the original 
ranch property.  He also owned and operated Action Tack & Trailer Sales in Parker. 

Bill served as President of the Douglas County Quarter Horse Assn. for many years and was also a mem-
ber of the Douglas County Fair Board in Colorado.  He was lifetime member of AQHA since 1975. He was 
a member of the Rocky Mtn. Quarter Horse Assn., International Buckskin Horse Assn., and Mile Hi Buck-
skin Horse Assn.  He was also a horse show judge for many years. 

Bill & Marilyn moved to Pahrump, Nevada in 1994 where Marilyn contin-
ues to run her real estate business.  He was the chairman of the Pahrump 
Fall Festival PRCA Rodeo for the past several years.  He will be greatly 
missed by his family and friends. 

Bill was preceded in death by his mother, Eula B. Dinneen and a daugh-
ter, Pamela Boutilette.  He is survived by his wife, Marilyn of Pahrump, 
NV, daughter, Beth and her husband John Allis of Larkspur, CO, a son 
Scott May of Utah and grandchildren, Justine Allis, Patrick Allis, Jeannina 
May and Richelle May.  A private celebration of life was held in Pahrump, 
Nevada in April.  Another private celebration of life will be held in Colo-
rado in August.
